AstraZeneca will retain the owner-
ship of these local anaesthetic brand names
but will license the rights to Dentsply for
their dental use. Dentsply has also acquired
full rights to Oraqix, AstraZeneca’s new
dental gel for scaling and root planning,
which is currently in Stage III clinical trials.
